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DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES 
 
Disciplinary procedures will be actioned when a person’s behaviour is 
deemed to have broken the joint ACS and Club Code of Conduct and resulted 
in significant consequences for the individual or other members of the club. 
Disciplinary procedures are set out below to encompass three overarching 
consequences of a person’s behaviour.
